These necessary upgrades enhance the sanctuary’s infrastructure, providing better 

management of stormwater runoff and safeguarding the rare bald cypress swamp. 

Battle Creek Cypress Swamp Sanctuary is 100-acre nature sanctuary located at 2880 

Grays Road in Prince Frederick. It is home to one of the northernmost stands of bald cypress 

trees in North America, offering a unique glimpse into a rare and ancient ecosystem.
